Pursuant to a Board Meeting which took place on June 2, 2008, the following are some of the highlights from that meeting.
1. Directory Ads:  All members in good standing will be given the first opportunity to place ads in the SHA directory.  We will not be having duplicates on large ads.  Example: a full or half page to only one realtor or painter if they live in Sugarwood @ $100.00 for full page, $50.00 for half page, $33.00 for a business card.  We can put three business cards per page and can have multiple realtors, painters, window cleaners, etc.  Please contact Ron or TC Williams ASAP if you are interested in having your ad placed.
2. Newsletter:  The newsletter for July is currently being worked on. Please let us know if you have any items or topics you would like to see included with that issue.
3. SHA Membership Dues:  As of June 1st we have 180 SHA members paid to date.  Please remit your dues if you have not done so already. If you don’t know if you have paid your 2008 dues, please contact any SHA board member.  They have a list of Sugarwood residents who have paid their 2008 dues to date.
4. Public Safety:  A letter was drafted by the board and sent to the Town of Farragut, Community Development department to investigate and make their determination of the needs of our community to deter unnecessary speeding throughout the subdivision.
5. Pool Area Maintenance:  The repairs that were needed to get the pool up and going has been completed.  There are a few more items that need to be done which includes caulking and painting of the pavilion, removal of the tree cuttings and debris, and repair of backflow valves.
6. Rekeying of Tennis Courts:  The lock has been changed. If you need to get a new key and have one already, please bring down your old key to the pool office and switch it for a new one. If you don’t have one and need one you can pick one up from the lifeguards.  Keys will be available for pickup during pool hours only.
7. Swim Lessons:  Swim lessons will be available this summer through Kim Weibe or the SHA lifeguards.  The pertinent information and available hours can be found on the bulletin board at the swimming pool.

8. Termite Treatment:  The SHA board will be soliciting proposals for termite treatment of the pool house and pavilion due to termite sightings and infestation.
