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Highlights from March 9th Board Meeting

The following are highlights from the March 9th Board of Directors Meeting:
· SHA Membership Dues: 12 members paid to date.
· 2008 Tax Returns: The CPA has completed the preparation of the 2008 tax returns.  Filing will be promptly.

· Seasonal/Beautification:  Chipper will be rented to mulch tree cuttings and brush.

· Spring Planting Day: Is scheduled to take place on Saturday, April 18th.

· Sugarwood Stingray Swim Team: Board working on agreement between SHA and Sugarwood Stingray Swim Team.

· Insurance Policies:  Board to review proposed Commercial Liability Policy and its coverages.

· Front Entrance: Debris was removed from the front entrance.
· Traffic Calming: Monitors were installed.  Data are currently being collected and will be processed in accordance with the guidelines of the Town of Farragut.  Evaluation process could take a few months up to a year.  Board will continue to monitor.
· Street Light/Sign Repairs:  Board has identified several street lights and signs in need of repair and/or remounting.

· Swimming Pool:  Board will solicit estimates for pool deck coating.

· Curb Markings:  Board looking into special curb marking paint that would be durable as well as illuminating at night.

· Basketball Court:  Board reviewed all options and decided not to take any action at this time.

· Legal Matters:  Deferred pending ongoing research.

· Common Area Tax Exemption:  No action needed at this time.
· Formatting of Accounting Documents:  Board treasurer working on developing a cash flow report in accordance with GAAP.

· Independent Review of Finances:  Board to follow up at end of tax season.
· Resignation of Board Member:  Board accepted the resignation of Stan Brown.

· Appointment of Board Member:  Board appointed Ricky Bullock to fill the vacancy for one year.

· SHA Forms:  Board to review new forms for hiring and non-resident applications.
