The following are highlights from the Board meetings which took place on May 4th and May 18th 2009. Actual minutes to be posted on the SHA website  www.sugarwood.org.
1. SHA Membership Fees:  As of May 18th there were 153 members paid for 2009.  Follow up notices will be sent to those who have not paid.  
2. Seasonal:  Need to spray for weeds.  Flowers are doing well. Irrigation for front main entrance to be turned on.  Dan Sparks obtained burn permit from Town of Farragut.  Ron and Dan to burn remaining brush.
3. Garage Sale:  The spring garage sale took place on Saturday, May 16th.  There were 28 families participating, 4 of which were non paying members for 2008.

4. Pool Opening:  Pool opening was held on Friday, May 22nd.  There were approximately 100 residents in attendance.  Pizza and drinks were served and kids were able to dive for sodas.  Board wants to thank Angie Brown for coordinating this event.
5. Tennis Clinic:  Free Kids Tennis Clinic Saturday, June 13, 2009:  9:00 a.m. to 11:00 a.m. for kids 12 and under. Ages 8 years and younger will be from 9a.m. to 10a.m. and 9 – 12 year olds will be from 10 a.m. to 11 a.m.  If you are interested in participating you will need to wear tennis shoes and bring a racket.  If you don’t have a racket, one will be made available for your use.
6. Sugarwood Stingray Swim Team:  Waiting on a response from the Sugarwood Stingrays on initial letter sent with regards to drafting of an agreement for next year.  Board to coordinate an informal meeting with representatives from the Sugarwood Stingray Swim Team.
7. Insurance Policies:  Applications have been executed.
8. Traffic Calming:  Monitoring still in progress.
9. Street Lights:  One light that was recently repaired is currently flickering.  Dan Sparks to check on this.
10. Pool Tile/Drain Repair: Repairs have been completed by Sequoyah and bill paid in the amount of $1,374.98.
11. Pool Deck Coating:  Board approved Ricky Bullock to perform repair on deck coating of baby pool and surface prep in breezeway, with oversight by another Board member.
12. Purchase of New Pool Chaise Lounges:  16 new chaise lounges were purchased. (Agenda item closed)
13. Curb Markings: Deferred.
14. Judicial Review of Bylaw Amendments:  Deferred.
15. Collection Procedures:  Deferred.
16. Formatting of Financial Reports in accordance with GAAP standards:  Deferred.
17. Independent Review of Finances:  Deferred.
18. Sign Replacement: Board authorized the replacement of one sign at Butternut Circle.

19. Waste Connections Contract:  Currently contract with Waste Connections is due to expire in September of 2009.  Board is currently working on terms and rates for a new contract.

20. Surveillance/Security for Pool Area:  The Board authorized the purchase and installation of a camera surveillance system with a cost not to exceed $700.00.  Dan to work with Ricky on positioning of cameras and its mounting requirements.  Signs are to be posted that the facilities are being monitored.
21. Telephone/Wireless Internet Service at Poolside:  The phone system at the poolside has been turned on.  Wireless internet service is now available at pool side.

22. Pool Employment: The Committee interviewed 11 applicants all of which were hired.  Board appointed Michael James as head lifeguard. Board will monitor the performances of all employees.
