1. SHA Membership Fees:  As of December 7th there were 244 members paid for 2009.
2. Architectural/Planning Committee:  Nothing to report at this time.
3. Seasonal:  Holiday decorations have been put up.
4. Front Entrance:  Front entrance sprinkler system has been winterized.
5. Sugarwood Stingray Swim Team:  Work toward implementing the 2010 swim team policy is continuing.

6. Traffic Calming:  Study has been completed.  Process continuing.
7. Street Lights:  Repair of 1 light still pending
8. Swimming Pool (Winterization):  The sprinkler system, pool lines, bathroom facilities, spigot, and fountain have all been winterized for the season.  Facilities are CLOSED for the winter.
9. Pool Deck Coating:  Ricky Bullock to purchase deck coating materials for Phase I prior to year end. Work to be completed in 2010.
10. Recreation Area:  Trees have been removed and new trees planted.  
11. Curb Markings:  The base coats for 20 areas have been completed, 20 more are pending.
12. Legal Matters:  Received judgment in general session’s court on November 18, 2009 that upheld the covenants of the SHA. Judgment included award of SHA fee, attorney fees, and court costs totaling $1,657.
13. Surveillance/Security for Pool Area:  In process.
14. 2010 Budget/Reserve Update:  Proposed budget for 2010 budget prepared for consideration at the Annual Meeting.
15. Annual Meeting Agenda Items:  Board will respond to individuals who had sent in items to be placed on the agenda for the annual meeting.   
16. Request for Documentation: Board moved to continue the requests from Randall Roberts to the next regularly scheduled board meeting.
17. Abandoned Trailer in Recreation Parking Lot:  A utility trailer illegally parked at the recreation center area needs to be removed IMEMDIATELY to avoid having it disposed of.  SHA nor the Board of Directors will be held responsible for losses incurred.
