Board Meeting Highlights
The following are highlights from the September 13th Board of Directors Meeting:

1. SHA Membership Fees:  As of September 13th there were 230 members paid for 2009 as opposed to 199 from last year at this time. 

2. Architectural/Planning Committee:  Approved plans for play set (323 Big Tree)
3. Seasonal:  Fall decorations to be put up by Sept 26th.
4. Front Entrance:  Sprinkler system to be completed rewired.
5. Sugarwood Stingray Swim Team:  Proposal was approved to have the Stingrays become a separate entity from the SHA.  

6. Recreation Maintenance: Grading for drainage to be done before October 24th. 

7. Traffic Calming:  In progress.
8. Lighting Repair:  Light at Broadwood and Candlenut to be repaired, light at southwest corner of pool to be repaired/replaced as required.
